Service valves are shown for servicing boiler. However, local codes shall govern their usage.
A. O. Smith piping method is based on 50 equivalent feet of piping. Water heater placement shall be as close as practical to the storage tank.
Applications in excess of these recommendations shall require a licensed engineer for design assistance.
Temperature control probe (quad thermistor probe, p/N9006905005) must be installed onto the tank, and connected to each heater.
